Much work has been undertaken at 
MENPS over time to develop a 
c o m p r e h e n s i v e  E m e r g e n c y 
Management Plan in line with new 
Department of Education requirements, 
however work is continuing, with my  
regular attendance at Principal 
workshops to support it’s development.  
W e have commenced regular 
emergency drills with our children and 
these will continue with various 
scenarios taken into consideration. 
 
However we are still to receive the 
required kit which provides parent 
information on this important issue. (I 
think all organisations have been a little 
caught out with the current hot 
weather).  
 
With this in mind, following is 
information you need to be aware of. 
 
We have been declared a High Fire 
Risk school on a state register as has 
many surrounding schools and 
kindergarten/child care facilities in 
Mount Eliza. What this rating means is 
that on a day declared by the Bureau of 
Meteorology to be a CODE RED DAY 
MENPS will be automatically closed for 
the day. The initial warning will be 3 
days in advance of the Code Red Day, 
with confirmation by midday the day 
before closing. School closures will be 
listed on the DEECD web site and you 
will also receive personal contact by 
the school after midday the day prior to 
closure. Once we have been directed 
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to close, the decision will not be 
changed regardless of any change in 
weather conditions.  
A component of your Home Fire Plan 
therefore needs to include alternative  
arrangements  for the care of your child/
children in the event of a Code Red Day. 
 
It is imperative that we maintain current 
family contact phone numbers. Included 
in this newsletter is a further copy of the 
form which was sent home a few weeks 
ago. Could you please  ensure you 
complete the form if you have not 
already done so and return it to the 
office ASAP as we need to cross 
reference our contact details data to 
ensure it is current. 
 
Grounds Works   
I am sure you are well aware that much 
is happening on our school site at the 
moment in regards to buildings and 
grounds. We are hoping to have most 
grounds work at the back of the school 
completed prior the end of the year, but 
this of course is dependent on the 
weather.  
It appears that these projects just 
happen, however I would like to thank 
the School Council, some of whom have 
spent many of their work and after hours 
days investigating, seeking quotes etc  
to ensure we provide the best possible 
outcome for our children. The site is a 
challenging one however the outcome 
will be worth the temporary 
inconvenience. Thank you for your 
understanding!
